	Concrete Ontario Sub-Contracted Ready Mixed Concrete Truck Certification Terms and Conditions:

A Concrete Ontario Sub-Contracted Certified Truck is a ready mixed concrete truck not owned or operated by a ready mixed concrete company sub-contracted to do part of an RMCAO member’s work:
1. with a qualified driver, that is hired by an RMCAO Active Concrete Producer Member, to mix and deliver concrete on behalf of that Active Member to their job site or project, will maintain the chain of custody and single source product responsibility of that RMCAO Active Member in order to meet CSA A23.1 requirements for supply of concrete.

2. The registered owner of the truck must obtain the services of a Concrete Ontario approved independent third party auditor, currently listed on the “Approved Auditors List” (available at www.concreteontario.org) at their own expense.  The Auditor shall complete a full inspection of each truck to be certified (all licensed trucks) in conformance with the Approved Quality Program Audit and Check List for Sub-Contracted Ready Mixed Concrete Trucks.  The Auditor shall sign and affix their seal to the Check List, and the owner signs the Audit agreement, which is returned to Concrete Ontario, who will then issue a certification sticker for each truck certified upon receipt of payment for each certificate.
3. Sub-Contracted Ready Mixed Concrete Truck Certification Sticker:

a. Shall be the responsibility of the registered owner of the truck,

b. Shall be clearly displayed in the back window of the certified truck cab at all times,

c. Shall be valid for a period of two (2) years from the date of inspection, however the Truck Certification sticker is only valid for a period of one (1) year,
d. Shall require Mid-Term Documents prior to the issuance of the second year sticker - the submitted Summary of Truck Mixers must be verified by the Company Official and a copy returned to Concrete Ontario,
e. Shall become invalid upon change of mixer and/or ownership of the mixer truck,

f. Can be revoked at the sole discretion of Concrete Ontario.

4. The Sub-Contracted Ready Mixed Concrete Certified Truck registered Owner must at all times maintain the truck mixer in conformance with the requirements of the RMCAO Audit and Check List.

5. Concrete Ontario will maintain a complete list of all current Approved Sub-Contracted Trucks at www.concreteontario.org.

6. In order to receive Sub-Contracted Ready Mixed Concrete Truck Certification, the registered owner of the truck must agree to comply with all Concrete Ontario Terms & Conditions and Policies and Directives.
